	Structure
	Learn the basic skills and techniques that make fiction writing so enjoyable! 

Over three days you will be looking at various aspects of fiction writing. We start with the Hero's Journey - an ancient story pattern that can be found in texts from thousands of years ago, and in newly released Hollywood blockbusters. 
We then look at how to turn experiences in your own life into fiction.

We show you how to create good scene structure, how to progress a sequence of scenes, and how to mate them together to make a compelling story that people want to read.

We look at the art of 'show don't tell', how to manage your adverbs and adjectives, and how to write sizzling dialogue. Every writer needs to know something about point of view, and we show you the menu available; and how to discover your own distinctive writing voice.

Finally, we look at the musicality of language – how to get your prose sounding right, and the different approaches successful published novelists have taken to this. 

Tutored by John Cranna, the Summer School will include writing exercises, often of a fun or experimental nature, and discussion of student work. Some of the work will be done in pairs, some in the group, and some individually.
